THE PROJECT ROM IS IN THE EYES OF THE 
BEHOLDER TO VISUALIZE 

 
The gleam in the eyes for a potential project 
between the client and the PM office starts with 
a Rough Order of Magnitude - ROM. Think of 
the ROM as the courtship stage of the project 
which piques the engagement process to begin.   
According to InvestorWords the definition of a 
ROM is:  An estimate of costs and time provided 
in the early stages of a project when its scope 
and requirements has not been fully defined. A 
ROM is used to reduce the uncertainty of cost 
outcomes for both parties when project details 
have yet to be identified.   
 
Since the order has not been fully defined the 
Project Manager has some latitude to pitch the 
client with some innovative suggestions that are 
feasibly effective. Without committed definitive 
boundaries, both parties have the ability to 
negotiate or accept new concepts.  
  
 The ROM provides a window of opportunity to 
bring innovative approaches to the project.  It 
allows the project contractor to pull together 
successful components of past projects and 
configure them into a win-win arrangement.  
The project contractor should compose the 
ROM with as much knack as a marketing 
prospectus.  Treating the ROM as just a rough 
estimate can pass up some opportunities to sell 
great project visions.  
   
Project Managers, who are not into the 
adventure of a ROM will claim a definitive 
estimate is as good as it gets.  The biggest fear 
for Project Managers is the possibility of large 
variances from the estimate. Definitive 
estimates are -5% to +10% accurate and that is 
a nice range to work with.  However, if all there 
was in life was definitive estimates we would 
never have groundbreaking projects.   
  
Presidential candidate Donald Trump who wrote 
the “Art of the Deal” also follows the philosophy   
of ROM thinking.  There have been some off the 
mark estimates that were splendid project 
ventures and some that were wounding failures.  
For many a safe foreseeable estimate of the 
venture ahead is requirement to success. To 
others, a Rough Order of Magnitude offers 
possibilities of great project opportunities.

Through parent school fund 

raising, Lakeside in 1968 gave 13 year old Bill Gates the 

momentous opportunity to world of computer programming.   

By late 1968 he got his first job with Computer Center 

Corporation.  As a student Programming Group member, he 

was given a job of finding bugs and pinpointing system 

weaknesses in return the Lakeside student group got 

unlimited computer time. 

By the time Edison and Gates became entrepreneurs they 

had g  ained vast experiential knowledge in their field.  They 

had actually lived through project risks, failures and 

successful moments well before establishing their own adult 

businesses.  Both men bypassed traditional classroom 

learning and established their own standard of education.  So 

the pivotal question is - how much of Project Management 

knowledge is developed through young experimentation 

rather than book learning.  And are we giving young minds 

the right environment to become the MPM leaders of 

tomorrow.
